Dear Friends,

It is one of the most relatable scenes in
the Gospels. Jesus arrives at a home in
Bethany, and, very soon, a contrast in
hospitality unfolds. Mary sits contentedly
at the Lord's feet, basking in his
teaching. Meanwhile, her sister Martha is
a whirlwind of activity, preparing the
meal and ensuring everything is perfect.
Finally, exasperated, Martha snaps.

Luke describes her state of mind with a
phrase that hits close to home for many
of us today. He tells us that Martha was
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"distracted by her many tasks" (Luke
10:40).

How often could those words be spoken
in respect of our own lives? We live in a
culture that treats busyness as a badge
of honour. Our calendars are tightly
packed, our phones buzz with endless
notifications, and ourTo Do lists seem to
grow even as we cross items off. |
recently heard a commentator on the
radio talking about Andy Burnham's
victory in the Makerfield by-election. She
said that we live in impatient times. The
public are impatient for results and
politicians must act quickly to prevent
the tide turning. We're busy people, we
are always on the move, buzzing phone
in hand, and this frenetic busyness leads
to impatience when things don’t happen
as quickly as we feel they should.

"Martha, Martha” says Jesus, “you are
worried and distracted by many things;
there is need of only one thing. Mary has
chosen the better part, which will not be
taken away from her” (Luke 10:41-42)

Of course being busy is not inherently a
bad thing. Martha’s desire to serve is a
desire many of us have. It was a necessary
part of her provision of hospitality, and it
was born out of love. But the problem
wasn't her service. The problem was that
her tasks had become a distraction. You
can almost see them in Martha's head,
jumping up and down all saying “do me!
do me!”. The tasks are distracting Martha.
They are pulling her away from the very
presence of the guest she was trying to
honour. Her focus has shifted from why
she was serving (to show hospitality to
someone she loved) to how much she had
to do.

| am writing this during a June heatwave.
As we head into the high summer months
of July and August, the pace of life for
many slows down slightly. School breaks
up, clubs come to an end, there are fewer
meetings to attend, and the longer days
seem to give us more time.

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Perhaps we should all take a leaf out of
Mary's book. Perhaps we should use
these two summer months to change
pace; to look for opportunities to step
back and intentionally take time out. This
is a chance to:

e Rest and relax without feeling guilty
about what isn't getting done.

e Spend quiet time in prayer enjoying
the stillness before the day begins or
at its end.

e Sitin contemplation letting your
mind untangle from daily pressures.

e Openyour bible, just to read and
listen rather than to study or
prepare.

When we intentionally choose to pause,
we aren't being unproductive; we are
simply remembering the "one thing" that
matters most.

This summer, may you find the space to
step away from your distractions, sit at
our Lord’s feet, and receive refreshing
rest for body, mind and soul.

Mary Magdalene’s Window

The window on page one, depicting St
Mary, is in the north wall of All Saints’
Church. We don’t have any information
about its installation other than the
dedication which reads “To the glory of
God & in loving memory of Mary Franklin
born 8% Oct 1814 Died 23 Jan 1896
Erected by the following grand-children
Nellie Mary Annie & Jack Whitsun 1896".
The Windsor & Eton Express of 1
February 1896 reports that Mary Franklin
was the widow of George Franklin. She
had been born in Datchet and had spent
the latter half of her life living at 7
Brunswick Terrace, Kings Road, Windsor.
Her husband had been a pastry-cook and
confectioner, who had the distinction of
having held four royal warrants to four
successive Sovereigns. The newspaper

the Bible. Medieval Bible scholars also
attempted to name an unidentified sinful
woman who had washed and anointed
the feet of Jesus. As Mary Magdalene is
mentioned in the next chapter, they
regarded her as the same person! After
this, many classical artists painted Mary
in various states of undress, perpetuating
afalsehood.

So what do we really know about Mary?
The Gospels tell us that she came from
Magdala, a town in Galilee, and Jesus
healed her by casting out seven evil
spirits. After this she followed Jesus, with
other women, on His ministry providing
resources. Later, Mary watched Jesus die
on the cross, and having cared for His
needs while He was alive, wanted to care
for Him after His death.

It was when Mary went to anoint the

Despite
ridicule, Mary had the courage to speak
about Jesus in a place of great disbelief.
We have to ask ourselves do we have the
same courage as Mary? How prepared
are we to stand our ground to share Jesus
with others in the face of those who
mock and scoff at us?

Although we usually associate Mary with
the Easter story, on 22™ July, the Church
celebrates her Feast Day. In this snapshot
of Mary’s life, we know she had
experienced great distress and suffering.
After Jesus healed her, Mary expressed
her gratitude by being utterly committed
and devoted to Him.

Jesus can give everyone a new start; a
new purpose and direction in life. Like
Mary, we can thank Him for blessing us,
loving us and forgiving us and moving

150 years since Mary Sumner founded Mothers’ Union

Mary Sumner was born on 31 December
1828 in Swinton, into a home where
faith, learning and curiosity were
encouraged. Her faither believed that
girls deserved the same education as

boys which was a radical idea at the time.

Mary grew up speaking several
languages, travelling in Europe, and
developing remarkable musical talent.
She was bright, confident, and deeply
rooted in her Christian faith.

Yet what is striking is this: Mary Sumner
did not rush into leadership. Her calling
emerged slowly through life experience,
through marriage, motherhood, fear, joy
and responsibility.

In July 1848, Mary married George
Sumner, a clergyman, at St James's
Church in Colwall Herefordshire. As they
settled into married life they moved to
Old Alresford, just outside Basingstoke,
where she lived what many would call an
“ordinary life”: running a household,
raising three children, welcoming
parishioners and teaching Sunday
School.

But she never forgot the moment she
first held her baby and felt, as she put it,
an "“awful sense of responsibility... of
training a soul for heaven”.

That feeling never left her.

And from fear, an idea emerged and the
first Mothers’ Union meeting took place
in 1876, in Mary’s own living room.

Invitations were sent out. Mothers from

all backgrounds came, some arriving by
carriage, others on foot.

And then something very human
happened. Mary panicked. She begged
her husband to speak instead. She
wanted the meeting cancelled. She felt
overwhelmed by the responsibility. But
the following week, all the women from
such different walks of life came back.
And this time, Mary spoke. That moment
matters, because it reminds us that
Mothers’ Union was not born out of
confidence or ambition, but out of
commitment, courage and trust in God.

Fifty membership cards were printed. A
movement quietly took root.

And for nearly ten years, Mothers’ Union
remained local, until a hot afternoon in
Portsmouth, 1885, at the Church
Congress. Mary had no intention of
speaking. But a bishop noticed the
audience drifting and said to her, "Come
and tell them what you are doing for
mothers in Alresford"”. She resisted. She
panicked again. But she stood up, and
spoke from the heart. She spoke of
mothers’ responsibility. Of prayer. Of
women supporting one another across
class and circumstance. And she ended
with these words: "As wives and mothers,
we have a great work to do for our
husbands, our children, our homes and our
country... and | am convinced it would
greatly help if we could start a Mothers’
Union, wherein all classes could unite in
faith and prayer, to do this work for God.”

From that moment, everything
changed. Within three years, there were
57 branches. By 1892, Mothers’ Union
had reached 28 dioceses in the UK,
including Oxford. Mary Sumner was
nearly 60 years old when Mothers’
Union truly began to grow, a powerful
reminder that God's call does not expire.
She wrote thousands of letters. She
travelled tirelessly. She attended
Cathedral worship almost daily. She
insisted that prayer must always remain
central.

What began in one drawing room
became a worldwide fellowship united
in prayer and service. Today, Mothers'
Union has over 4 million members: men
and women working together to:

e support families in adversity

e address poverty, illiteracy, and
gender-based violence

e advocate for justice

e and, above all, pray without ceasing
—our midday prayers every day
unite us across the world.

The movement has changed and
adapted as it has grown but it is still a
grassroots-led organisation: what
happens in local communities is
determined by the local membership.

Each Diocese has its own specific
programs. Across the Oxford Diocese,
members collaborate to support Ronald
McDonald House, a temporary
residence for families with children and
the John Radcliffe Hospital; we send

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Mothering Sunday cards and Christmas
cards to prisoners at Bullingdon and
Huntercombe prisons; and support the
work of Children Heard and Seen—a
charity which helps families with a parent
in prison. As part of our Away From It All
programme, we provide holidays for
vulnerable families; and we help raise
money to support the work of Mothers'
Union overseas.

Right across the UK, we have been and
still are active in political campaigning.

In particular in relation to the legal age of
marriage; the introduction of family
allowances; and protecting children
under 16 from sexualised media and
marketing.

On the more global stage:

Since 2003, the Mothers’ Union has
provided a representative to the PEGI
Advisory Committee. PEGI stands for
Pan European Game Information and our
involvement ensures that a family-
focused, ethical perspective on
protecting children from potentially
harmful content is embedded into the
video game industry’s rating processes.

We hold consultative status with the
Economic and Social Council of the
United Nations. This status allows us to
participate in, submit statements to, and
act as observers at key UN meetings,
particularly the Commission on the
Status of Women.

In these few short moments, I've only
been able to give a snapshot of our work
and hardly touched on the overseas

e Do we trust that God can use
ordinary lives to do extraordinary
things?

Mary Sumner did. And because she did,
millions of lives have been touched. Let
us give thanks, and let us continue to
bring the love of God into the lives of
those around us.

An original draft of the Declaration was made by Thomas Jefferson, and was amended
by Benjamin Franklin and John Adams. It runs for only 1,320 words. The Declaration
included the phrase: "We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created
equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that
among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.”

He started by opening a
grocer's shop, with his very popular
cocoa and drinking leading him to
found the famous Cadbury Chocolate
Company.

200 years ago, on 5% July 1826 that Sir
Stamford Raffles, Lieutenant-Governor
of the Dutch East Indies and later of
Bencoolen (now in Sumatra) died. He
was the founder of modern Singapore.

Also 200 years ago in August that the
inaugural Cowes Regatta was held on
the Isle of Wight, which grew into one
of the oldest and most famous sailing
events in the world.

175 years ago, on 3" July 1851 that
Charles Bannerman, British-born
Australian cricketer, was born. He
scored the first-ever run in Test cricket,
and also scored the first century in Test
cricket.

Also 175 years ago, on 24" July 1851
that the Window Tax was abolished in
England and Wales. The tax was
introduced in 1696 and was based on
the number of windows in a house. It
led to many windows being bricked up.
It was replaced by a tax on inhabited
buildings.

125 years ago, on 9% July 1go1 that
Dame Barbara Cartland, romantic
novelist, was born. She wrote 723
novels, including 23 in a single year,
and sold more than one billion copies
of her books.

100 years ago, on 3 August 1926
Britain’s first electric traffic lights were
installed at Piccadilly Circus in London.

Also 100 years ago, on 7" August 1926
the first British Grand Prix (Grand Prix
of the Royal Automobile Club) was held
at the Brooklands circuit in Weybridge,
Surrey.

90 years ago, on 24" July 1936 that the
speaking clock telephone service was
launched in the UK.

60 years ago, on 30" July 1966 that the
1966 FIFA World Cup final took place.
England beat Germany 4 — 2. English
player Geoff Hurst became the first
(and only) player to score a hat-trick in
a World Cup final.
